Report to the Board of Trustees
January 28, 2014
This report highlights the recent activities of the offices of the Campus Dean and Student Services:
Campus Activities – Brenda Edleston
1. The annual Multicultural Potluck was held November 20 at noon and again at 5:00 PM.  Over 30 different dishes from several different countries and cultures were served to over 100 students plus employees. 
· The TRAC-7 Site Coordinators and the grant management team from Washburn met January 9 in Topeka to further plan the proposed fourth-year extension of the grant.
· On January 14, Brenda Edleston attended a day-long information sharing session at the Biosecurity Research Institute (BRI) on the Kansas State University campus.  Dr. Larry Barrett, Executive Director of the Plum Island Animal Disease Control Unit, was in attendance to learn of the current research at the BRI and current and future training options.   Brenda gave a presentation on the Agri-Biotechnology program and its ability to produce capable technicians for NBAF and other laboratory-based companies.
· Brenda represented CCCC at the annual Regional Chambers of Commerce meeting on Friday and Saturday, January 17 and 18, in Overland Park.  The Chambers of Commerce from Junction City, Manhattan and Wamego meet each January to work collaboratively on initiatives impacting the region.
· On Tuesday, January 21, Brenda, Cathy Troupe and Laura MacLafferty attended the day-long Career and Technical Education Elective Fair at Manhattan High School.  Brenda and Cathy guided tour groups of middle school, junior and senior high school students through the mobile lab.
· CCCC was represented at the annual Kansas Workforce Summit in Topeka on January 22 and 23.  All seven institutions in the TRAC-7 grant brought their mobile units to display.  Brenda and Cathy participated in the conference sessions in addition to showing the lab.
· Monday, January 27, the Foundation Office conducted a Telefund calling night on the Geary County Campus. 
Student Services Activities – Jennifer Zabokrtsky
Recruitment/Admissions/Scholarships
· Laura administered the Compass placement test to 40 prospective students between December 11 and January 13.



Military/Veterans/Financial Aid
· Laura  reports we currently have the following number of students receiving military education benefits at the Geary County Campus for this spring semester:
· Post 9/11 GI Bill Chapter 33				67 students
· GI Bill Chapter 31 (Vocational Rehab) 		8 students
· Tuition Assistance					6 students
· My Career Advancement Account (MyCAA)		7 students
· Four scholarships were awarded to students randomly selected from the 321 students who enrolled for the spring semester by December 12.  The four scholarship recipients are Diana Christman, Kimberly Fronce, Patricia Giordano, and Jay Gooldy.

· The Geary County Campus Student Services Day for the Spring 2014 semester was January 8.  The faculty and staff assisted 116 students with enrollment, schedule changes, textbook orders, fee payment, financial aid, military benefits, placement testing and taking student ID photos.  Of the 116 student, 54 were new enrollments (compared to 40 last spring).
· Friday, January 10, GCC Student Services staff enrolled an additional 23 students and assisted them with admissions, financial aid, and military benefits.  

Other Activities
· Twenty-six students attended New Student Orientation January 9 from 5:30-7:30 PM and learned about academic success, student services and iCloud, student activities and organizations, how to log onto the network, access their t-bird email accounts and how to use Canvas.  Students were also able to get their photos taken for their student ID.
· Student Services staff and Brenda met with Judy Bunting December 19 to discuss Tuberculosis Screening protocol for the Geary County Campus.
· Judy was on campus January 13 and 14 to assist with TB screening and complete blood draws for TB blood testing.
