Report to the Board of Trustees
April 29, 2014
This report highlights the recent activities of the offices of the Campus Dean, Student Services and Business and Industry:
Campus Activities – Brenda Edleston
· April 3 and 4, Brenda Edleston attended a workshop on grant writing.
· Jennifer Zabokrtsky, Jason York and Brenda Edleston continue to work with the administration at Junction City High School to build a number of career pathways for their students to pursue with Cloud while they are still in high school.
· Several Geary County students hosted their second German Kaffee Klatch on April 10.  Students provided German coffee, cakes and chocolates for all to enjoy.  The sponsors took the opportunity to converse in their native German.
· April 11, the Geary Campus held its fourth annual Black and Gold Awards Banquet. Students from last spring and fall who were on the Presidential Honor list and those graduating this spring designated as a Who’s Who recipient or as an Honor Graduate were recognized.  Two students, Ty Cade and Mari Smith, were selected as the Student Services Students of the Year.  Ty is a sophomore Radiological Technology major and Mari is a sophomore Business major.  The highest accolade is the C.L.O.U.D. Award.  This year, Anthony “Tony” Williams was the recipient. All three students are from Junction City and will graduate from Cloud in May.  The C.L.O.U.D. Award is presented to the student who exemplifies the values and ideals of Cloud County Community College.  This individual embodies the best of what we want to see in ourselves and others.
C-L-O-U-D: these letters stand for the characteristics of the Cloud student who has:
C - A Strength of CHARACTER that distinguishes them from others;
L – A Sense of LOYALTY to their own ideals, to their fellow students and to the College;
O – An OPTIMISTIC OUTLOOK to see the best in others and in situations, even in trying times;
U – An UNSELFISH spirit, a willingness to share in their successes giving credit to those who      also played a role, and 
D – An air of DEDICATION: dedication to growth in knowledge, understanding and compassion.
· Staff members on the Geary Campus have been serving on a number of search committees.  Jennifer Zabokrtsky, Craig Lamb and Brenda Edleston are serving on the Geary Campus Admissions Counselor/Military Liaison search committee.  A first round of Skype interviews are scheduled for April 15 and April 17. Brenda Edleston is also serving on the search committees for the Dean of Business, Fine Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences as well as the Director of Assessment and Accreditation.
· On April 25, Janet Eubanks met with members of the Geary County Campus Emergency Management Team to review and revise the Campus Crisis/Emergency Management Plan.
Student Services Activities – Jennifer Zabokrtsky
· Student Services staff administered the Compass placement test to 34 prospective students between March 12 and April 14.
· Jennifer Zabokrtsky met with Judy Bunting and Joel Figgs to discuss health insurance for International students.

· Student Services staff and faculty advisors joined Concordia advising staff for an Enrollment Prep Meeting April 3 to discuss i-Cloud updates, online and outreach course offerings for Summer and Fall and updates to the financial aid satisfactory academic progress policy.
· Jennifer Zabokrtsky led a GCC Advisor Meeting April 11 to discuss serving military students in the absence of a Military Liaison, i-Cloud updates, including sub-terms for First Start and Second Start courses Fall 2014, course and fee statements and degree audits as well as Washburn University transfer information.  
· Student Services staff mailed mid-term letters and copies of mid-term grades to students who had a mid-term GPA below 2.0 or who had any mid-term grades of D or F.
· Our annual Easter Egg Hunt was March 13.  An estimated 30 children of students and staff participated in the hunt.  Maria Fry coordinated the event with help from members of Student Senate.   
Business and Industry Training – Jason York 
· CDL Phase I training will be held May 19-22.  CDL Phase II training (behind-the-wheel driving) is ongoing with DMV examinations scheduled at the Junction City DMV.
· Cloud will offer an evening welding course in Belleville which has been designed according to input from local industry, including Reinke Manufacturing.  The welding class will be taught by Dan Stehlik and will be held at the Republic County High School.
· Cloud will offer an evening welding course in Concordia which has been designed according to input from local industry, including Alstom.  Andy Massing will be the instructor and the training will be held at the Concordia High School.
· Motorcycle Safety Training will be held on the weekends of April 25-27, May 2-4, and May 9-11.
· In cooperation with JoDee Aldridge-Ball, sixteen students started CNA Online-Hybrid courses    April 7.  The next CNA Online-Hybrid training begins May 5 and the section is full.  We will begin two sections of Certified Medication Aide training in May.  Both sections are full.
· We are currently enrolling students for the Summer 2014 EMT class which begins May 28.  We are actively recruiting CNA instructors for all communities throughout the College’s service area.  We are in need of instructors, and any referrals are appreciated.

We are recommending there be no increase in tuition for 2014-2015 but are recommending the Board of Trustees approve the following fee increases for 2014-2015:
1. $1 for registration fees
2. $1 for technology fees
3. $3 for Geary County Facility fees
4.  Change the online fee from $75 per class to $25 per credit hour 
If approved, these increases will generate approximately $42,000 in new revenue for College operations, $42,000 for on-going technology purchases and updates and an additional $23,600 for future lease payments for the Geary County Campus.   This brings the Geary County Campus student facility fees up to $10 per credit hour which was the plan when the Science Building was constructed. The College intends to purchase 105 desktop computers at a cost of $647.08 each to replace existing desktop computers in the following locations:  Math Lab 207, Physics Lab 225, Biology Lab 224, the Library Lab and the Science Pod on the Concordia Campus, as well as buildings A1 and A2 on the Geary County campus.  Replacement monitors are not needed at this time. The computers removed from these locations will be redistributed to faculty, staff and other locations at both campuses where replacements are needed.  Some computers will be removed from service and disposed of according to Board policy.	

Although the total purchase price is greater than $10,000, these computers will be purchased using the Midwestern Higher Education Compact (contract #45ABZ).  The use of state contracts or other purchasing cooperative networks allows the College to purchase products from vendors who are have already undergone a competitive bid process and to take advantage of the product pricing achieved through this competitive bid process without the College administering the bid.  Technology fees will be used for this purchase. This purchase is reflected on the A List for April 29, 2014.

We recommend you approve the low bid submitted by Loeffler Construction for $18,823 and authorize payment.  This bid is a bit lower than expected so contact was made to verify his complete understanding of the project and expectations of the College.  He has assured Eric Johnson and our staff of his ability to complete this project.
This facility will replace the current office area located in the back of Cook Theatre and will offer a waiting room for patients, an office space for Judith Bunting, PA, and a fully equipped exam room.  This will be a significant improvement for our students, faculty and staff by offering better lighting, ventilation, increased space and a great deal more privacy.  Funding for this remodeling project will come from the Dane G. Hansen Foundation funds.

I recommend that Cloud discontinue its Women’s Soccer program effective at the 2013-2014 season year end.  Women’s Soccer has not had a coach who was solely dedicated to Women’s Soccer since I have been at the College.  This has adversely affected recruitment.  Over the past ten years, Women’s Soccer has had an average team membership of 14 players, 11 players needed on the field.  It is my recommendation that we either discontinue the program (for a minimum of two years) or hire a full-time Women’s Soccer Coach.  With the current budget constraints, hiring for a new position – without any offset – is not feasible.

The Athletic Director and I agree that discontinuation is our best option.  There will not be any appreciable savings, except for travel costs, as the scholarships and most of its operating budget will need to be distributed to other teams who will increase their recruited student numbers.  We also commit to those current Women Soccer students that we will honor their scholarships for next year so they can complete their education at Cloud.

It is the intention of the administration to look at other sport’s programs being added provided resources are identified.  Specifically, we are looking at the possibility of adding wrestling.  To stay in compliance with Title IX, we will need to look at a complement for women’s athletics.  Our goal is to bring a recommendation within the next year.
