Chairman Charles Lowers called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.

Gregory Askren moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to adopt the agenda amended by moving the Presidential Search to before Guests’ Comments, Program Highlights following Recognitions; and Neighborhood Revitalization following Student Senate; motion passed.

Presidential Search:   Chris Wilson presented the itinerary for each candidate’s interview on campus.  Marsha Doyenne moved and Gregory Askren seconded to approve the itinerary for the Presidential Search as presented; motion passed.

Guests Comments:   Judy Elder addressed the Board regarding a number of topics.

Recognitions:   Kim Krull recognized Joan Robison for her work with the TEACH program.  She also recognized Bruce Graham and Lucas Chavey for participating in a Sustainability Conference at KSU as panelist and presenter, and Bruce was a presenter at the Innovations and Career and Technical Conference in Wichita.

Program Highlights:   The men’s and women’s basketball teams introduced themselves to the Board and told of their seasons.  

Student Senate:  Brian Harding reported on activities being held on and off campus for the students.

Roger Koester moved and David Clemons seconded to support the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan for Cloud County knowing it will be reevaluated in five years; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to accept the 2008-2009 audit as presented; motion passed.

Thaniel Monoco, BG Consultants, and Chad Buckley, Concordia City Utilities Director, presented an update on the water booster pump project.

President’s Message:   The PTK recognition luncheon was last week.  The Legislature has extended the date for impasse to June 1.  There is a bill to allow tech schools to levy sales tax in their districts, some of which are 10-15 counties.  The feeling is it won’t pass.  The Nordtank turbine doesn’t have a grounding ring, and Dr. Stringer has talked with Hood’s regarding it.  We applied for a Renewable Energy Incentive Grant from the State Energy Office for our geothermal HVAC project.  We have been notified we will receive between $175,000 to $250,000.  The Fat $2s Day project was explained.  The Geary County Campus has requested the Board of Trustees meetings be delivered by ITV to that campus.  Consensus of the Board was to allow that.

Meeting Reports:   Dr. Stringer reported the Kansas Board of Regents talked about tech schools. He said the Board indicated there wouldn’t be any additional funding.  Kim Krull reported on the Council of Presidents.  The Jayhawk Conference has indicated the basketball Shoot-Out will be suspended for a year and re-evaluated at that time.   Discussion was held on the Regents Library Database Consortium.  Two-year institutions don’t want to be excluded.  Discussion was held on limiting the number of hours required for an AAS degree to 64 hours.  Daniel Gerber reported he was at the Capitol when the PTK students were introduced on the floor of the House of Representatives.

Geary County Campus Update:   Kim Krull reported the Student Senate is planning the first Spring Fling on campus.  Peter Pellegrin had the lead in the Junction City Little Theatre’s production of “Faith County”.  

Higher Learning Commission Update:   Kim Krull reported the self-study has moved to the small review committee.  March 23 is the next Steering Committee meeting.  She also reported we are going to apply to the HLC for approval to offer an Associate of General Studies degree online.  

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the minutes of January 26, 2010; February 9, 2010; February 10, 2010 and February 17, 2010; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report as of January 31, 2010 with a cash balance of $4,273,012.75.

Bob Maxson presented a financial overview.  At the March meeting he will present a revised statement of revenue and expenses based on enrollment levels.

Two separate lists of purchases and payment of claims were presented to the board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds of $5,000 or more.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve the (A) List and the addendum (numbers 3 to 9); motion passed.

The (B) List contained those checks/claims that had approval and/or met the requirements of state law.  Marsha Doyenne moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the (B) List; motion passed.

Kim Krull reported the College has received notification from the Department of Energy that it has received a Congressionally Directed award of $750,000 under the heading “Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy Projects”.  They will notify us of our match within the next week.  We will have 30 days to complete and submit a comprehensive application, budget, timeline, etc. 

Personnel:   None.

The Chairman called a ten-minute break at 9:20 p.m.  The Board reconvened at 9:30 p.m.

Facilities:   Janet Eubanks, Director of Auxiliary Services, distributed pictures of the progress being made on the Residence Life facility.  Everything is on schedule with some items being ahead of schedule. 

Daniel Gerber moved and Gregory Askren seconded to approve Policy C-12 – Early Retirement-Support Staff with a minor change to the procedures; motion passed.

Information Items:   Courtney Ukens reported the Telefund raised $22,697.00 for scholarships.  The 30th Annual Scholarship Auction “Under the Sea” will be held Saturday, April 24, 2010, at the National Guard Armory.  Matt Bechard said the induction into the Athletic Hall of Fame will be Saturday, February 27, 2010.  Those to be inducted are Marcy Buer, Brett Erkenbrack and Jerome Letourneau.

A brief discussion was held on the 2009-2010 budget.  Mr. Maxson said he will be revising the budget by the March meeting.  The Board will approve the budget at that time.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Gregory Askren seconded to recess into executive session at 9:56 p.m. in Room 251 for negotiations and return to regular session in Room 257 at 10:26 p.m. with the six Board members, Dr. Stringer, Chris Wilson and David Swenson present in the executive session; motion passed.

The Chairman announced there would be no action taken following the executive session.

David Clemons moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to recess into executive session at 10:27 p.m. in Room 251 for negotiations and non-elected personnel and return to regular session in Room 257 at 10:52 p.m. with the six Board members, Dr. Stringer, Chris Wilson and David Swenson present in the executive session; motion passed.

The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 10:53 p.m.
