BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

June 29, 2010

At 6:00 p.m. the members of the Board of Trustees toured the Residence Life building which is under construction.

Chairman Charles Lowers called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.

Marsha Doyenne moved and David Clemons seconded to adopt the agenda as amended by moving Item 6 to 19G, adding 19F and adding two change orders under item 15A(2); motion passed.

Guests Comments:   None.

Recognitions:   Kim Krull expressed appreciation from the College to Dr. Stringer for serving as Interim President for the past six months.

Meeting Reports:  Dr. Stringer said there was nothing new from the KACCT and Council of Presidents’ meetings.  We have received information from the Kansas Board of Regents that we will receive some money from the Operations Grant and some from stimulus money, but we don’t know how much.  

Geary County Campus Update:   Brenda Edleston reported Sundown Salute, a four-day festival in Junction City, will be this weekend.  They will have eight hours of live remote promoting the College.  They will also man a booth in Heritage Park.  She also said enrollment for Fall looks very good.

Higher Learning Commission Visit Update:   The first sets of comments on the self-study have been received from Dr. Michael Chipps.  The next revision will be sent to him by July 15 with comments expected by the end of the month.  The final document will be sent the first of September.  The site team has been finalized.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the minutes of May 25, 2010; June 7, 2010 and June 15, 2010; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report as of May 31, 2010 with a cash balance of $3,912,273.28 and CD’s in the amount of $2,600,000.00 for a total of $6,512,273.28; motion passed.

Bob Maxson presented an overview of the College’s finances.  We will be very close to the budget on revenues and the expenses will be below budget because the staff and budget managers have been prudent as far as expenses.  The auxiliary funds continue to be outstanding.

Two separate lists of purchases and payment of claims were presented to the Board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds of $5,000 or more.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the (A) List and the addendum (numbers 6-7); motion passed.

The (B) List contained those checks/claims that had approval and/or met the requirements of state law.  David Clemons moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the (B) List; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to accept the bid for $75,520.88 from Dell Computer for the purchase of 104 PC’s and 86 flat-screen monitors with funding coming from Title III, Perkins and Technology fees and authorize payment; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to waive Policy F7 requiring two bids and accept the only bid for $9,192.00 from Apple for the purchase of eight i-MAC computers with funding coming from Perkins funds and authorize payment; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to accept the low bid for $9,504.46 for the purchase of 21 wireless access points, 42 antennas and seven power over Ethernet injection points from ISG, Salina, Kansas, with funding from Residence Life and Technology fees and authorize payment; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to accept the low bid of $36,118.90 from Computer Solutions, Concordia, Kansas, for the purchase of six Smart Board classrooms with funding from Title III and Technology fees and authorize payment; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to accept the low bid of $15,689.19 from Print 5, Concordia, Kansas, for 30 math computer lab desks for Room 207 with funding coming from Title III and authorize payment; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to move to waive Policy F7 requiring two bids and accept the base bid for $66,800 with a deduction of $26,142 for elimination of Items 1, 2, 5, 10, 12 and 13 for a total bid of $40,658.00 from Budreau Construction, Clyde, Kansas, for the remodel of the cafeteria and authorize payment; motion failed 3-1 (Clemons voting no).

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to accept the low bid of $9,580.92 from Indoff Interiors, Salina, Kansas, for the purchase of a work station for the Board Clerk and authorize payment; motion passed.  

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to accept the National Fire Union/Chartis low premium base bid of $23,490 and low catastrophic coverage bid of $2,884 for sports accident insurance which will be administered by Borden Perlman, Topeka, Kansas, and authorize payment; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and David Clemons seconded to accept the low bid of $16,650.00 from West Hampton Remodeling, Glen Elder, Kansas, for the re-siding of apartment buildings 5, 6 and 7 and $4,860.00 as an alternate for building 4 for a total of $21,510.00 with funding from the PEI Loan Project 4 for Residence Life and authorize payment; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the appointment of Nick Elniff to the position of Director of Information Technology on a full-time, KPERS-covered, administrative support contract effective July 1, 2010 at the twelve-month salary of $37,500 plus fringe benefits; motion passed.

Bob Maxson reported the Residence Life construction is ahead of schedule.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve Change Order 1 for Glassman Corporation on the HVAC replacement in the amount of ($24,283.23); motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve Change Order 2 for Glassman Corporation on the HVAC replacement up to an amount of $42,600 for 8” pipe from the pumps from the well field to the heat pumps instead of 4” pipe subject to a detailed cost review and to work with Rob Page, Olsson Associates; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve Change Order 002 for ACM in the amount of $10,950 for the removal of asbestos in the tunnel under the College and the hall between the Music Room and the Student Commons and authorize payment; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve Change Order 1 with Medina Construction in the amount of $13,050.05 for the ceiling and carpet replacement in HVAC Phase I; motion passed.

Remodeling of the science labs and three sets of bathrooms is progressing on schedule.  

The Nordtank turbine will be discussed later in the meeting.

Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the revisions to Policy AP5 – Leaves of Absence; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the revisions to the Support Staff Policy Manual – Paid Sick Leave; motion passed.

Gregory Askren moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve $54,840.26 for the equipment for the Agri-Biotechnology Program at the Geary County Campus; motion passed.  

Daniel Gerber moved and Gregory Askren seconded to change the Academic Calendar by moving the fall in-service from October 1, 2010 to September 20, 2010; motion passed.

Information Items:   Kids College is July 12-15.  Over 300 students have enrolled.  The Cloud County Fair is July 27-31 and the North Central Kansas Free Fair is August 3-7.  The Thunder Heights Open House is August 12 from 4:30 to 7:30 p.m.  The T-Bird Golf Tournament is August 22 at the 19th Hole.  The ACCT Community College Leadership Congress is October 20-23 in Toronto.  A picnic for the Stringers is planned for July 13.  A welcome reception for Dr. Toone will be prior to the regular July meeting.
