BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

October 26, 2010

Chairman Roger Koester called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.

 Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the agenda; motion passed.

Guests’ Comments:   None.

Recognitions:   Joel Figgs recognized Bob Maxson and helpers DeeDee Coppoc, Shelly Farha and Diane Leif for winning Chili for Charity.  Over $2,000 was received for Breckyn Reynolds’ treatment in Boston.  Bob Maxson recognized the Women’s Soccer team for being the seventh seed in Region VI.  They were defeated in the first round of region play.  He also recognized the Men’s Soccer team for being seeded second in Region VI.  They won their first game 5-0 this afternoon playing Pratt Community College.  They will play again Saturday in Topeka.  

Program Highlights:   Lou Frohardt introduced Dr. Bill McGuire, Chair of the Ag Department.  Dr. McGuire and Josh Coltrain told the Board of the programs and activities going on in the Ag Department.

President’s Message:   The executive committee of the CCCC Foundation met today.  They announced the scholarship reception will be November 16 and the fall and annual meeting will be December 9.  David Clemons, Charles Lowers and Bruce Graham went to Otis to see the Nordtank wind turbine delivered to West Wind Energy.  Funds for the refurbishment of the turbine will come from the original appropriation for the Wind Program, low interest/forgivable loans and auxiliary services.   

Meeting Reports:   Dr. Toone reported a member of the Kansas Board of Regents is going to visit every community college and technical college.  Jarold Boettcher will be on campus November 2.  Joe Glassman, Chairman of the Technical Education Authority, reported he had visited Cloud; and we have a phenomenal program.  He wants the TEA to hold one of its fall or early spring meetings here.  The main discussion concerned the cost model. 

Geary County Campus Update:   Calvin Shope reported they are preparing for the HLC visit.  They have visited five high schools and hosted counselors from area high schools.  Second Start has generated 31 new students and 370+ credit hours.  Jason York reported the administrative assistant for Business and Industry has been hired.  Junction Function was a big success.  Our table theme was the Business and Industry and technical programs.  CDL training continues to be strong.

Higher Learning Commission Visit:   Kim Krull reported everyone is preparing for the visit November 8-10.  The Board of Trustees will have lunch with the site team on November 8.  The exit meeting will be Wednesday, November 10, at 9:30 a.m. in Cook Theatre.     

Strategic Plan:   The updated 2009-2011 Strategic Plan was presented.  Discussion was held on including an institutional research person which could be added under Priority 4.  The plan with this addition will be brought to the November meeting for approval. 

Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve the minutes of September 28, 2010 and October 15, 2010; motion passed.

David Clemons moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report as of September 30, 2010 with a cash balance of $6,440,066.59; motion passed.

Bob Maxson reported tuition revenues are up which we anticipated and expenses continue to be modest.  Next month there will be a separate fund associated with the refurbishing of the Nordtank turbine including legal fees, etc.  He has submitted the paperwork, and we will receive the money from the State on the PEI loan for the restroom remodel.  Two items remain to be taken care of at Thunder Heights.  The railings going up the inside stairways will be replaced during the Thanksgiving holiday.  The parking lot is being addressed as far as water pooling in the area.

Two separate lists of purchases and payment of claims were presented to the Board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds of $5,000 or more.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve the (A) List and the addendum (numbers 12 thru 26); motion passed.

The (B) List contained those checks/claims that had approval and/or met the requirements of state law.  Daniel Gerber moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the (B) List; motion passed.

Charles Lowers moved and David Clemons seconded to renew the contracts for Marquis Clark, Head Volleyball Coach, and Steve Ralos, Head Men’s and Women’s Soccer Coach, for the 2010-2011 contract year; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve Change Order No. 8 from Glassman Corporation on the HVAC replacement project in the amount of $37,664.20 and authorize payment; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Charles Lowers seconded to move the Board of Trustees meeting from December 28, 2010 to December 21, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center; motion passed.

Information Items:  Items discussed were the fall drama production, PTK induction, NCK Band concert, Great Society concert, BBQ for Breckyn and the special nights at the basketball games.
