· Thursday, August 23, Student Services hosted a Back to School BBQ from 5-7 PM.  100+ students were in attendance

· Patti Elliott, Cloud’s Veteran’s Rep, continues to travel to GCC on Thursdays to meet with student veterans and train Miriam Melendez, Student Services Specialist/Military Affairs Liaison.

· Brenda Hanson, Career Center Director, was on campus from 10-3 Thursday, August 30, to 
	assist students with career assessment and planning.

· Laura Burgess, Administrative Assistant, and Miriam Melendez traveled to Concordia Thursday, August 30, for training with Admissions and Student Records staff. 

· Kim Reynolds, Admissions Director, was on campus Tuesday, September 4, to meet with I-20 students and Student Services staff for I-20 student orientation.

· Suzi Knoettgen, Financial Aid Director, met with Laura Burgess and Miriam Melendez Monday, September 10, for front-line financial aid training.
  
· Jennifer Zabokrtsky recorded a 30-second radio spot at Eagle Communications promoting Second Start courses that begin October 11.  Second Start enrollment begins September 24.

· Jennifer Zabokrtsky and Cathy Castle, science instructor and faculty advisor, represented Cloud at the annual Kansas Academic Advising Network meeting in Pittsburg, KS Friday, September 14.  

· Cindy Lamberty, Chemistry instructor and faculty advisor, attended Washburn University’s annual Advisor/HS Counselor Day on Friday, September 14.

· Geary County Campus faculty, staff, and students will staff a booth at Apple Day at Fort Riley Saturday, September 22, from 9AM-3PM.

· Student Services administered the Compass placement test to 13 prospective students from 
August 27-September 17.

Business and Industry Program Highlights—September 2012

· Twenty students participated in the Commercial Driver’s License Training (CDL) Phase I training sessions held on September 17-20.  Four students are getting their CDL to transfer to Manhattan Area Technical College for their Electrical Power and Distribution Program.  Four students are veterans using the Veteran’s Workforce Incentive Program (VWIP), and one student is from the City of Junction City.  The next CDL Phase I training will be held October 22-25, 2012.  

· CDL Phase II training (behind-the-wheel driving) is ongoing and students are completing their driving examinations weekly at the Junction City DMV.  Phase II is currently booked continuously with instructional driving and examinations at the Junction City DMV through the middle of October.

· In cooperation with JoDee Aldridge-Ball, Coordinator of Allied Health, thirty students completed Certified Nurse Aide (C.N.A.) Online-Hybrid courses ending on September 8.  Sixteen students started C.N.A. Online-Hybrid courses on September 10.  The next C.N.A. Online-Hybrid training begins October 8, and we will be enrolling ten students for that start date.

· Ten students participated in Motorcycle Safety Classes held between August 13 and September 17.  The next Basic Rider Courses will be held October 19-21, and October 18-28.  These will be the last Motorcycle Safety Courses for the season.

· The Fall 2012 Emergency Medical Training (EMT) training is offered for 13-credit hours and started on September 10.  We greatly appreciate and thank the Foundation Office and the GCC Scholarship Committee for designating three $250 scholarships available for students who are enrolled in the EMT training.  There are thirteen students enrolled in the fall class.

· In cooperation with JoDee Aldridge-Ball, we have been developing a proposal to be submitted to the Kansas Board of Regents for an Emergency Medical Technician Certificate and an Advanced Emergency Medical Technician Certificate.  If approved as certificate programs, students will be able to access federal financial assistance to pursue EMT and AEMT training.  Having trained EMT personnel is vital to maintaining Emergency Medical Services in Kansas communities, especially in rural areas.

· The GCC will host a Kansas Board of EMS Skills Examination on Saturday, September 29.  We are pleased to offer this opportunity for Cloud EMT students to take the skills examination close to home.  We will also be hosting other candidates from around the state who selected “Cloud’s Geary County Campus” as a test location.
