Chairman Charles Lowers called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to adopt the agenda as revised; motion passed.

Guests Comments:   None.

Program Highlights:   Ted Schmitz introduced the members of the Men’s and Women’s Track teams.  Aaron Acree introduced the members of the Softball team.  Greg Brummett introduced the members of the Baseball team.   

Recognitions:   Kim Krull recognized Everett Miller for being a 50-year member of KNEA.  She also recognized Peter Pellegrin for being one of 30 international Phi Theta Kappa advisors   selected as premier advisors.  Joel Figgs recognized Spencer Farha for all the success in student retention.

Student Senate:   Carleen Nordell introduced the Student Senate officers for next year.  They are Emily Jackson – President; Ethan Mahin – Vice-President; Pedro Miranda – Secretary; Lacey Seematter and David Wiesner – Sophomore Representatives.  She also announced Casino Night is Thursday and The Battle of the Sexes is next week.

President’s Message:   Dr. Stringer reported Cloud County Community College received an A rating from Standard and Poor’s.  He thanked everyone for the handling of the accident on campus last Wednesday and asked for a moment of silence in memory of Ridge Read.  He also congratulated the Foundation for a successful auction.

Gregory Askren moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the proposal submitted by ACM Removal, LLC, for Phase I of the asbestos abatement in the amount of $195,640 with the College paying $140,000 and providing a tax donation letter to ACM Removal, LCL, in the amount of $55,640 and authorize payment; motion passed.

Roger Koester moved and Gregory Askren seconded to accept the low bid and alternates 1, 2 and 3 submitted by Glassman Corporation of Hays, KS for $2,932,500 for replacement of the HVAC system subject to approval of the equipment capital lease agreement to provide funding for this project and authorize payment; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Gregory Askren seconded to approve Resolution 0910-6, Resolution Authorizing Cloud County Community College to Enter into a Lease/Purchase Transaction, the Proceeds of Which Will be Used to Pay the Costs of Acquiring, Constructing and Installing Certain Heating, Ventilation and Air Conditioning Improvements to College Buildings; and to Approve the Execution of Certain Documents in Connection Therewith amended to include the total loan amount of $2,730,000 over a period of 13 years at an average net interest rate of 3.185.2%; motion passed by a roll call vote 4-2 (Clemons and Koester voting no).

At 8:34 p.m. the Chairman declared a ten-minute break.

Meeting Reports:   Dr. Stringer reported on the Kansas Board of Regents meeting.  There will be no new money for next year.  There are a lot of new technical programs being developed, and we are ahead with the wind program.  There were no Council of Presidents or CloudCorp reports.

Geary County Campus Update:   Brenda Edleston reported the Student Senate has been very busy.  Its big project is Spring Fling on May 1.  An EMT class will be taught this summer.  The Junction City High School pilot program of introducing students to allied health professions has been very successful.  Next fall they will be doing one with the Agri-bio Tech Program.

Higher Learning Commission Visit Update:   Kim Krull reported the small review committee is in the process of tightening things up.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to approve the minutes of March 25, 2010; March 30, 2010; April 6, 2010; April 8, 2010; April 12, 2010 and April 20, 2010; motion passed.

Roger Koester moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report as of March 31, 2010 with a cash balance of $5,319,314.15; motion passed.

Bob Maxson presented an overview of the college finances.  Revenues are at 88% of budget and will be close to budget by the end of the year.  Auxiliary revenues are well above of the budget primarily because of full occupancy in Residence Life.  

Two separate lists of purchases and payment of claims were presented to the Board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds of $5,000 or more.

Gregory Askren moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the (A) List and the addendum (numbers 8-9); motion passed.

The (B) List contained those checks/claims that had approval and/or met the requirements of state law.  Daniel Gerber moved and Gregory Askren seconded to approve the (B) List; motion passed.

Gregory Askren moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve the purchase of a new 2008 Kawasaki Teryx recreational utility vehicle from Womack Sunshine Ford in the amount of $8,414 for use by Campus Security with 90% of funding to come from Campus Life/Security and 10% from College Operational funds and authorize payment; motion passed 4-2 (with Clemons voting no and Koester abstaining).

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to accept the bid for 2010-2011 recruitment materials in the amount of $9,635 submitted by Consolidated Printing and authorize payment; motion passed.

Roger Koester moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to accept the bid for main building interior remodeling projects in the amount of $120,251 submitted by Budreau Construction with funding coming from Title III, Residence Life, Bookstore and building fees and authorize payment; motion passed.

Roger Koester moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to recess into executive session at 9:33 p.m. in Room 251 to discuss non-elected personnel and for consultation with legal counsel and return to regular session in Room 257 at 10:43 p.m. with the six Board members, Dr. Stringer, Chris Wilson and David Swenson present in the executive session; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to accept the resignation of Rita Dondlinger as Criminal Justice Program Coordinator effective May 14, 2010 and authorize the administration to fill the position vacancy; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne moved and Gregory Askren seconded to accept the resignation of Leane Svoboda as an Admissions Counselor effective August 13, 2010 and authorize the administration to fill the position vacancy; motion passed.

Gregory Askren moved and Roger Koester seconded that Allan Stockinger be given written notice of the intent of the Board of Trustees of Cloud County Community College to non-renew his employment contract for the 2010-2011 school year; and that the Coordinator of Human Resources for the College be directed to timely deliver written notice to him of the Board’s intent; motion passed.

David Clemons moved and Daniel Gerber seconded that Todd Mobray be given written notice of the intent of the Board of Trustees of Cloud County Community College to non-renew his employment contract for the 2010-2011 school year; and that the Coordinator of Human Resources for the College be directed to timely deliver written notice to him of the Board’s intent; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and David Clemons seconded to renew the contracts for full-time faculty for 2010-2011; motion passed.

Roger Koester moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the appointment of Marquis Clark to the position of Head Volleyball Coach on a full-time, KPERS-covered, professional services contract effective July 1, 2010 through November 30, 2010 at the twelve-month prorated salary of $33,000 plus fringe benefits; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to approve the appointment of Lance Carter to the position of Assistant Men’s Basketball Coach on a full-time, KPERS-covered, professional services contract effective June 1, 2010 through March 31, 2011 at the twelve-month prorated salary of $29,000 plus fringe benefits; motion passed.

Kim Krull discussed with the Board the possibility of filling the Geary County Campus position that will be vacated by George Holder’s retirement with a science instructor instead of a business instructor.  Mr. Holder has indicated a desire to teach two or three business classes as an adjunct, and the remainder of the classes would be taught by other adjunct instructors. 

Gregory Askren moved and Roger Koester seconded to authorize the administration to fill the position vacated by George Holder at the Geary County Campus with a full-time science instructor; motion passed.

Ms. Krull said Northern Power Systems is prototyping a new wind turbine to come out in July.  We have a chance to be a technical training site with them as they don’t want to be involved in technical training.

David Clemons moved and Gregory Adkins seconded to give the administration permission to move ahead to gather information on developing a technical training partnership with Northern Power Systems and bring information back to the Board; motion passed.
Bob Maxson reported the Residence Life construction continues to be ahead of schedule.  

Roger Koester moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to authorize legal counsel to send a letter to Enertech in an effort to complete the items remaining on the punch list for the Nordtank wind turbine; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Gregory Askren seconded to approve the revisions to Policy D3 – Grades and Grading, Policy D4 – Attendance, Policy D5 – Enrollment and Withdrawal and Policy D12 – Copyright and Fair Use; motion passed.

Marsha Doyenne discussed the committee’s work on the Vision and Mission Statements.  They will be brought to the July meeting for approval.

Gregory Askren moved and David Clemons seconded the approve creation of a College Futures Council with the membership being the responsibility of the President with input from the Board of Trustees; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Roger Koester seconded to approve Resolution 0910-7, Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, A Resolution of the Trustees of Cloud County Community College Stating That It is the Authority’s Commitment to Approve and Adopt the Multi-Jurisdictional Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan Including All State and FEMA Requirements in Compliance With FEMA Standards and Guidelines; motion passed 5-1 (Doyenne voting no).

Information Items:  The employee recognition dinner has been changed to May 10 at 6:30 p.m.  Graduation is May 14 at 7:00 p.m. in Arley Bryant Gymnasium with the Nurses’ Pinning at 4:00 p.m.  The Geary County Campus Graduation Reception is May 7, 5:00 to 7:00 p.m.  The Phi Theta Kappa induction will be April 30 at 7:00 p.m. at the Geary County Campus.  The Great Society Concert at Home is May 1 at 7:00 p.m. at the Brown Grand Theatre.  The NCK Community Band Concert is May 9 at 3:00 p.m.  The KACCT/COP Retreat is June 18 and 19 at Neosho County Community College.  There was no auction report.  The Geary County Campus Golf Tournament fund raiser for scholarships will be June 25.  The Geary County Campus Spring Fling is May 1.  The Go Green Committee on the Concordia Campus is holding a rummage sale on April 30 with the money going to scholarships.  The next intergovernmental meeting is May 12 at 6:30 p.m. in the Court House meeting room.

Chairman Lowers announced there would be no action taken following the executive session.
