BOARD OF TRUSTEES SPECIAL MEETING

August 10, 2010

Chairman Roger Koester called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.  He thanked Dr. Toone for the tour of the hangar facility.

Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to adopt the agenda; motion passed.

Chairman Koester declared the Public Hearing on the 2010-2011 Budget open at 7:01 p.m. for fifteen minutes.  He declared the hearing closed at 7:16 p.m.

Charles Lowers moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to approve the 2010-2011 State Budget as published; motion passed.

One list of purchases and payment of claims was presented to the Board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds $5,000 or more.  Daniel Gerber moved and Marsha Doyenne seconded to approve the (A) List including the addendum (number 3); motion passed.

Gregory Askren moved and Charles Lowers seconded to waive Policy F7 and accept the one bid received from Budreau Construction, Clyde, Kansas, in the amount of $25,200 for the HVAC pump room addition and authorize payment; motion passed 5-1 (Clemons voting no).

Notice of the renewal of the TRiO grant for another five years was received August 6, 2010.  Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to re-instate the positions of TRiO Academic Specialists effective August 31, 2010 and that the employment contracts of Christy Dexter, Vandi Lund and Scott Velasquez be renewed for the 2010-2011 school year; motion passed.

Charles Lowers moved and David Clemons seconded to re-instate the position of TRiO Student Support Services Administrative Assistant effective August 31, 2010 and that the employment agreement with Tara Shrake Sjogren continue to be in place; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve the Memorandum of Understanding to allow for development of a lease between Darrel Hosie and Cloud County Community College as presented.  Daniel Gerber and Charles Lowers withdrew their motion and second.

Daniel Gerber moved and Gregory Askren seconded to accept the Memorandum of Understanding to allow for development of a lease between Darrel Hosie, Lessor, and Cloud County Community College, Lessee, as presented subject to negotiations between Dr. Toone, Mr. Hosie and legal counsel regarding the separation of utility costs; motion passed 4-2 (Clemons voting no and Koester abstaining).

David Clemons moved and Gregory Askren seconded to recess into executive session at 8:49 p.m. in Room 251 for discussion of negotiations and return to regular session in Room 257 at 9:04 p.m. with the six Board members, Dr. Toone, Chris Wilson and David Swenson present in the executive session; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and David Clemons seconded that the Board of Trustees petition the Secretary of Labor to make a determination of impasse at Cloud County Community College; motion passed.

Charles Lowers moved and Gregory Askren seconded to recess into executive session at 9:08 p.m. in Room 251 for consultation with legal counsel and return to regular session in Room 257 at 9:23 p.m. with the six Board members, Dr. Toone and David Swenson present in the executive session; motion passed.

It was announced no decision would be made following the executive session.

Marsha Doyenne moved and David Clemons seconded to recess into executive session at 9:24 p.m. in Room 251 for consultation with legal counsel and return to regular session in Room 257 at 9:39 p.m. with the six Board members, Dr. Toone and David Swenson present in the executive session; motion passed.
