Chairman Roger Koester called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.

 The agenda was amended to move Item 6 to follow Item 3.  Charles Lowers moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the amended agenda; motion passed.

Guests’ Comments:   None.

Program Highlights:   Matt Bechard introduced the coaches of men’s and women’s cross country,men’s and women’s soccer and women’s volleyball.  The athletes from each sport introduced themselves and told the Board about themselves.  Holly Andrews and Shane Britt introduced the Board to Nestle, the therapy dog. Project Nestle began last February.  Nestle was trained by CARES.  She visits classrooms and service agencies.  She is primarily with Shane to work with students as a comfort at times of roommate situations, homesickness, bad grades, etc.

Recognitions:   Kim Krull recognized those helping complete the self-study:  Nick Jones, Jenny Acree, Stacy Martin, Tom Roberts, Nancy Zenger-Beneda and Lou Frohardt.  Bob Maxson recognized the Information Technology staff – Nick Elniff, Tyler Zachary, Tom Roberts and Creighton Leif for all the work they did with running wire, installing computers and moving everyone out of and back into their offices.

Student Senate:  The Concordia Campus Student Senate members introduced themselves.  Emily Jackson told the Board about the Homecoming activities next week and the king and queen candidates.  The Geary County Campus Student Senate introduced themselves and told the Board all the activities they have planned.

President’s Message:   There were over 300 Greenhand FFA members on campus last week receiving orientation, and their instructors received training.  Dr. Toone presented enrollment data.  Shane Britt is leading a team on short-term and long-term parking issues, lighting and sidewalks.  Calvin Shope is leading a team on military opportunities.  Dr. Toone attended the Governor’s forum last week at Wichita Area Technical College on an initiative being led by Lumina Corporation on increasing the education levels of our work force.

Meeting Reports:   Dr. Toone reported the KACCT, Council of Presidents and KBOR meetings all focused on the cost model.  This is a revision to the funding mechanism the State is looking at.  Bob Maxson reported the KACCBO is working on tiered funding and met with KBOR staff to go over the various scenerios.  Roger Koester reported CloudCorp met and talked about the wind farm and the north development.

Geary County Campus Update:   Calvin Shope reported the Student Services staff has been busy with admissions and advising.  They attended the Flint Hills Job Fair.  They will be hosting area high school counselors.  They participated in Ft. Riley’s “Apple Days” with a recruitment booth.  He reported on the 20 day numbers and on “Second Start”.  Jason York reported they had been doing CDL training for three trucking firms.  More CDL classes are scheduled along with motorcycle, ESL, CNA and  EMT training.  Instructional Services has approved courses for a Manufacturing Skills Certificate.  

Higher Learning Commission Visit:   Kim Krull reported the self-study along with other materials has been sent to the members of the site team.  They will have read all these documents when they arrive on campus November 8-10.  We will provide a resource room and technology both in that room and at the hotel.  Study sessions will be scheduled for faculty, staff and students; and the campus will be spruced up.  Dr. Toone suggested the Board members look at their calendars to set up a meeting prior to October 28 to go over the self-study and the Board’s other involvement in the site team visit.

Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve the minutes of August 31, 2010; September 8, 2010; September 14, 2010 and September 20, 2010; motion passed.

Daniel Gerber moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report as of August 31, 2010 with a cash balance of $7,135,830.58; motion passed. 

Two separate lists of purchases and payment of claims were presented to the Board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds of $5,000 or more.

Daniel Gerber moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve the (A) List and the addendum (numbers 2-5); motion passed.

The (B) List contained those checks/claims that had approval and/or met the requirements of state law.  Charles Lowers moved and David Clemons seconded to approve the (B) List; motion passed.

Discussion on the condition of the vehicle fleet was held.  Dr. Toone indicated she wants to put a team together to look at our fleet.

Charles Lowers moved and Daniel Gerber seconded to accept the low bid of $37,005 submitted by Medina Construction, Salina, Kansas for the HVAC Phase II ceiling replacement project and authorize payment; motion passed.

Personnel:   None.

Bob Maxson reported the asbestos has been abated in the commons area and the blue pod.  There is an issue with the starters for the air handling units which will probably require a change order.  These were left out of the original documents.  Probably from October 15 to November 1, we will have no heating or cooling because everything will be shut off to split the pipes.  Everything is on schedule.  The pump house is done and ready to go.  The grass was seeded by David Clemons, Charles Lowers and Roger and Loren Koester.  

Discussion was held on remodeling in the cafeteria and new lighting in the gymnasium.  David Clemons moved and Charles Lowers seconded to table the cafeteria remodel and replacement of the gymnasium lighting until the wind turbine refurbishment is finished and the law suit regarding the turbine is settled; motion passed. 

Bob Maxson reported the punch list on Thunder Heights has been finished except for moving some hay.  Water pools in the parking lot when it rains.  This has been discussed with Eric Johnson and Ron Fowles.  Graveling the additional parking lot is on hold pending the recommendations from the Parking Committee.

Information Items:  Items discussed were Career Day, Cook Series, Admission Senior Preview Day, Fall Drama Production, Chili for Charity, ABATE Toy Run, Brown Grand spotlight and the Adopt a Highway project on October 18.
